‘ I am directed to say that every year May 21 is observed as Anti-Terrorism

= ~Day. The objective behind observance of this day is to wean away the youth from

terrorism and the cult of violence by highlighting the sufferings of common people
and showing how it is prejudicial to the national interest. The ways in which this
objective can be achieved have been enumerated in former Union Home Minister's
D.O. letter No.19/3/92-Public dated 13" May, 1992, a copy of which is enclosed
for guidance. An important feature of the observance of the Anti-Terrorism Day is
the “pledge-taking” ceréniony in all Government offices, public sector
undertakings and other public institutions. A copy of the “pledge” (both in English
& Hindi) is enclosed.

2. This year 21" May falls on Saturday, a closed holiday for Central
Government offices. To avoid inconvenience to the employees who have to travel
long, distance from suburbs/cities to come to office on Saturday, it has been
decided that the ‘pledge taking ceremony’ in the offices of the Central government
may be held on Friday, the 20" May, 2011. However, if 21* May, 2011 is not a
closed holiday for the State/UT Governments, the pledge taking ceremony may be
held on 21* May, 2011. The ceremony may preferably be held in the forenoon.

2. AS you are aware, terrorism and violence are now no longer confined to any particular
region of the country; it has affected a number of States in different degrees, posing a threat to
national security instilling in the minds of the people a sense of fear and uncertainty. It has Lo be
countered by all possible means and at all levels. It scems necessary to generate an awareness in
the country amongst all sections of people, about the danger of terrorism, violence and its
dangerous effect on the people, the society and the country as a whole. We have to translate this
feeling of danger into some form of action by which the required message is put across to all the
people in a befitting manner.,

3. The objective behind the observance of Anti-Terrorism Day is to wean away the youth
from the terrorist/violence cult by highlighting the suffering of the common people and showinp,
how it is prejudicial to the nationnl interest. These objectives can be achieved in more ways than
one. Namely,

Q) by organizing debates/discussions in schools, colleges and universitics:

(ii) holding of sympowiums/seminars, lectures, etc. on the dangers of terrorism &
violence;

(iii)  a determined and sustained drive to bring about a mass awakening against
terrorism and violince by making appropriate projection through the media j.e.
newspapers, journuls, magezines, All India Radio and Doordarshan etc. including
postering and pamphleteering;

(iv)  for the mass education programme, to highlight the ill-effects of violence and
terrorisn, imaginative use of the electronic/print media by involving prominent
sports, film and other prominent personalities and distribution of T-Shirts with
attractive anti-violence/terrorist slogans;

(v) involving voluntary organizations, social and cultural bodies to have their own
programmes through lectures, talks, discussions, musical and recitation
programmes and cultural functions;

(vi) ami-terrqrism/viol«:nce pledge to be taken in all Government offices, public sector
undertakings and other public institutions. A copy of pledge is enclosed.
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4. The above 'a‘re some llustrative items of the proposed programme. you muy kindly add or

modify to suit special requirement, if any, prevailing in your State. [ request you (o kindiy look
into ths matter personally and provide guldance 1o all concerned in your State including

necessary publicity, to organise various programmes all over the State in observing 21* May as
'Anti-Terrorism Day' in a most bsfitting manner.
